TRACK & TRACE:
PLACES OF WORSHIP

From 18th September we are required to
“track and trace” those coming into
places of worship, including attendance
at Mass and the celebration of
sacraments. You will need to provide
your name and contact number each
time you come to Church. The
information will be collected by the
stewards and kept by the Parish Office
for 21 days. Please ensure you arrive in
good time for Mass to enable the track
and trace to be completed before the
start of the Sacred Liturgy.

Places of Worship may continue with services
in line with the precautions and restrictions we
already have in place:

e The obligation to hear Mass on a
Sunday remains suspended.

e |f you have symptoms please do not
enter and book a COVID test.

e Face coverings should be worn
over mouth & nose, unless you have a
medical exemption.

e Please sanitize your hands on entry
and exit.

e Please follow the instructions of the
stewards.

e Please sit apart from one another if
you are not part of the same
household or bubble

o Couples or households of up
to 6 people may sit together.

e Capacities:

o St Mary Magdalene 55+ units
of people.

o St Martha’s 36+ units of
people.

o [Be mindful of others, if you
can come on a weekday
perhaps save a space at the
weekend for someone else].

e Please try and give your weekly
offertory online.

e The parish halls remain closed.

e The Parish Office remains closed to
personal callers.

e Please volunteer as a steward if you
are able.

The message for us today is simple: Trust in God. His
love is greater than our most profound hope.
